Winterizing  Procedures  for  Motor  Home
General

1. Clean interior as needed.

2. Clean and vacuum basement compartments.

3. Remove tools, etc.
4. Apply pest control, ant traps, borax and fabric softner sheets.

5. Open all cabinet doors to allow for air circulation.

Batteries – Coach & Chassis

1. Draw a wiring diagram as to how Coach Batteries are connected.

2. Take digital picture of Coach Batteries before disconnecting.

3. Disconnect Coach Batteries, place in basement @ home and apply a full charge.

4. Enter 3 week reminder in Outlook for charging of Coach Batteries over the winter months.

5. Clean terminals on Chassis  Engine Battery.

6. Connect Solar Charger.

Tires

1. Apply fresh coat of 303 Protectant.

2. Inflates tires to proper pressure.

3. Place plywood under all tires.

4. Make certain that Motor Home IS NOT LEVEL. Front end should be higher than back so water drains off roof and to prevent gas from take coming forward to engine.

5. Install tire covers.

Plumbing

1. Remove “hot rod” from hot water tank, clean rod & place on dashboard to be installed in Spring.
2. Drain Grey & Black water holding tanks.

3. Blow out lines with air compressor. Do Not exceed 35#’s of air pressure.

4. Add antifreeze to drains traps in:

a. Shower

b. Kitchen Sink

c. Bathroom Sink 

d. Toilet

e. Prime 12 volt water pump

Engine & Generator

1. Fill gas tank to FULL to prevent condensation.

2. Add Gas Stabilizer to gas tank.

3. Run engine so stabilized gas flows through.

4. Run generator so stabilized gas flows through.

5. Change engine oil & filter.

6. Change generator oil & filter.

7. Enter 3 week reminder in Outlook to start engine & generator.

Propane System

1. Fill propane tank to FULL.

2. Turn off propane supply at tank.

Interior
1. Remove all food and clean out cabinets.

2. Install  inside metal  winter cover on Fantastic Roof Fan.

3. Vacuum carpet thoroughly.
4. Prop refrigerator doors open.
5. Place Mildew Absorbers in kitchen sink.

6. Place Sun Screens in windows.

7. Place baking soda in refrigerator.

8. Remove all batteries from flashlights, remote control, weather radio, headsets, etc.

Exterior

1. Grease Electric Steps.

2. Wash & wax body as needed.

3. Place winter cover over entire coach.

Tow Dolly

1. Inflate tires to 50#’s of pressure.

2. Apply light coat of oil to exterior metal of surge brake.

3. Apply light coat of oil to safety chains.

4. Lubricate and grease joints.

5. Elevate wheels.

6. Apply 303 protectant to tires.

7. Cover tires.

8. Cover entire tow dolly with a tarp and bungee cords.
