Outside   Before   Starting   Engine

1. Porch & side awnings Up & Secured with tie wrap.

2. Drain black tank and grey tank.

3. Refill black tank and grey tank & add dishwasher detergent.

4. Electric,  water  & cable TV  disconnected.

5. Electric cord connected to Generator.

6. Wheel chocks removed.

7. Basement items stored and secured.
8. Basement doors closed and locked.

9. Examine Motorhome tire pressure – 75 # each.

10. All items moved away from Motorhome to avoid 
      contact as driving away.
11. Walk around campsite to be certain all items have 
       been stored.

12. Check engine oil and fluids.

13. Check air bag pressure  -  75 to 80 #

Tow Dolly   &   Toad   Inspection
1. Verify hitch is secure and locked.

2. Hitch chains secured.

3. Inspect surge brakes.
4. Confirm break away is connected.

5. Examine Tow Dolly  tire pressure – 50#
6. Check Tow Dolly wheel lugs.

7. Tighten front wheel straps on Toad.

8. Confirm chains are in place on Toad front end.

9. Examine Toad tire pressure.

10. Confirm Toad in Park & Emergency Brake Off.
11. Toad vent system on “re-circulate”.

12. Lock doors on Toad.

13. Tow Dolly lights working.

14. Magnetic “In Tow”  signs installed on toad.

15. Auto steer pin removed from Tow Dolly.

TIGHTEN  STRAPS  @  5  MILES
Inside   Before   Starting   Engine

1. TV antenna down.
2. Vent lids down.

3. Refrigerator transferred to propane.

4. All cabinet doors secured.
5. Shower door secured.

6. TV and portable Radio/CD Player secured.

7. Hot water tank Propane OFF and Electric OFF.
8. Windows closed and locked.

9. Maps, computer, GPS, cell phone ready at

co-pilot seat.

10. Verify wallet and purse is available.
Starting   Engine 

1. Hydraulic  Levelers  Up  !!

2. Check from left to right that all instrument panel switches are turned off.
3. Start engine and check all gauges.

4. Adjust mirrors.
5. Turn Rear Observation System on.

6. Turn computer power supply on.

7. Adjust pilot and co-pilot seats.

8. Headlights  “on”.
9. Tap horn lightly.

10. Pull away slowly & watch for overhead obstacles.

Stop at Campground Office

1. Stop at office to verify outside:

a. Basement doors closed & locked.

b. TV antenna down.

c. Toad hitch secure.

d. Toad straps secure.

e. Verify Motorhome, Tow Dolly and Toad 

tires are inflated.

2. Verify Step is IN.

3. Check all engine gauges again.

4. All clear….pull away safely.
Important
stop at   5  miles  to inspect and  tighten  toad  straps
Arrival  &  Set Up Check List
  Pulling  Into  Site
1. Before backing get out of coach to confirm:

a. Site is level.

b. Location of “hook up”.

c. Overhead and side clearance.

2. Let Co Pilot get into position to assist with backing.

3. Safely backup and align coach with “hook up”.

4. Level coach with hydraulic system.

5. Allow coach engine to idle for approximately Ten 
Minutes to cool down.

6. Connect electricity, water, sewer, cable.

7. Turn off all instrument panel switches from left to right.

8. Turn off computer power supply

9. Open awnings.
Inside  Coach  Setup

1. Run both Hot & Cold water to make certain hot water 

tank is filled with water.

2. Start hot water tank on electric power.

3. Confirm that refrig has converted from propane to 
electric power.

4. Turn off engine.
5. Extend TV antenna and place 
reminder clips.
6. Connect cell phone to charger.

7. Set up Cell Phone on charger.
